Guidelines for election of Honorary Members of the HCA
Some points a branch may consider before recommending a branch member to council for Honorary Membership other than those covered in Rule 7 (current version) see below:

In addition to persons qualified to become Full Members, Associate Members, Life

Members or Life Associate Members, within the immediately foregoing rule of the Association, At the General Meeting and on the recommendation of Council, a person may be elected to Honorary membership of the Association any person who in the opinion of the Association as expressed by resolution of the general meeting, has materially contributed to the achievement of the aims and objectives of the Association. 

How long have they been a member of the HCA? 

Has the member been an active participant of the branch? 

Has the member held Branch Officers Post/s?

The member has ideally held a National Officer's Post?

Has the member sat on and participated in the council of the HCA?

Has the Member sat on GP or Executive?

Has the member led or sat on a working group of the HCA?

Has the member sat on a Joint Working Group?

Is the member retired or coming to the end of their career?

Is the member likely to continue to be an active participant of the branch?

If the branch can say yes to 5 or more of the above questions then they might consider nominating the full member for Honorary Membership.

The branch should do so by writing to the Honorary National Secretary to nominate a full or life member for consideration by council for Honorary Membership.

At the February council meeting where their request for such Honorary Membership has been added to the agenda, they should send their council representative or deputy to council with a report outlining why, in the opinion of the branch, this person should be considered for Honorary Membership.
